Kevin Evans was a fine hurdler when he was at Gwendraeth Grammar School and he took up athletics 
coaching when he moved to Aberaeron, Ceredigion in the mid 1980’s. He was based at the Aberaeron 
Police Station and for eleven years he was responsible for the New Quay and Aberaeron areas 
 
He slowly built up a squad of promising young endurance athletes and Mari Prys Jones was his first 
Welsh champion 
 
Ceredigion then and still has no athletics track so all the training had to be done in and around the 
streets of Aberaeron 
 
Kevin had competed for Carmarthen and District Harriers Athletics Club, so all his athletes became 
members of Carmarthen Harriers even though the Club was based 31 miles away 
 
The Aberaeron athletes were all very faithful members of Carmarthen Harriers and would regularly 
travel to Carmarthen to meet the team coach    
 
Under Kevin Evans’ coaching and help most of his athletics squad  either won Welsh championships or 
represented  Welsh schools at cross country or track 
 
In the 1990’s Carmarthen Harriers won many Welsh cross country and road running team 
championships and the Aberaeron members were always key members of the teams 
 
In 1993 Kevin Evans was awarded the MBE for services to the community in Aberaeron. A fitting award 
for his contribution to the life of the people of Aberaeron 
 
Andres Jones started his athletics with Kevin in Aberaeron and he went on to represent Great Britain in 
the 10000m in the 2000 Olympic Games in Sydney 
 
All his athletes in Aberaeron have done well after they retired from active athletics

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Welsh Athletics, Sports Council of Wales, Carmarthenshire County Council, Carmarthen Town Council 
and Carmarthen Harriers 
 
After 35 years or so of coaching he is still a highly active coach.
